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POINTS OF INTEREST

St. Matthew Church and Day Chapel:  
Students attend Mass together on Friday at 8:45am.  Chapel Masses are held once a week for grades 3-8.

Primary Wing (1st floor):  
This section houses preschool through grade 3.

Pre-School: 
We have a pre-school program (for 3 & 4 year olds) that runs 5 days a week with morning and afternoon classes available. Our pre-school is state funded through “Preschool for All.”
Kindergarten:  

A full day kindergarten program began in September of 2006.

Hurley Hall (1st floor):  

This large hall and kitchen is used daily for lunches and for most school assemblies and meetings.

Middle and Upper Grade Wing (2nd floor):  This section houses classrooms for grades 4-8 as well as a Resource Room for teachers, students, staff members and school organizations.

Science Lab:  

Our science lab was added to the school in 2001. It is fully equipped for demonstrations and experiments for grades 5-8. Students in grades 7 & 8 participate in a science fair to qualify for the Regional & State Science Fair.

Before and After School Care:
From 7:00 a.m. – 8:00 a.m. & 3:00 p.m. - 6:00 p.m. Students receive a snack and a drink and have time for homework, play, crafts and much more.

Computer Lab:  
Our lab has 35 computers with Windows XP.  New computers are phased in every 3 years.  All school computers are networked and have internet access. Children have access to many software titles including XP, Kidpix, Jumpstart titles, and many more.  Our computer lab also contains a smart board, media projectors, scanners and printers, and video and digital cameras for teachers and student use.

Library/Media Center:  

The library contains over 11,000 books, videos and 

DVD’s and uses Follet automated circulation systems.  

Our library/media center is furnished with 4 computers, large screen TV, DVD/VCR and digital cable access.  

“Accelerated Reader” is integrated into the curriculum and is available throughout the building.
Fine Arts Program:  

The fine arts program is located next to Hurley Hall. 

Students have the opportunity to be a part of the children’s choir, music class, band, and the Young Rembrandts Art Program. Art classes are offered to all students in grades kindergarten - 8.

Gym: 

The old church was converted into a gym in 1994. Volleyball, basketball, and cross country are offered to students in grades 5-8. Cheerleading is also offered.

A school counselor is available twice a week for students, parents and school staff.
